Those who knew Paul and Norma Facella understood they were people who lived simply but

purposefully. After serving in the Navy during WWII, Paul worked hard as a building

contractor while Norma helped others in their neighborhood.

Through a

scholarship fund in their name, the Facella's pride in Winthrop will open doors for young

people who might otherwise have been limited by resources.

The Facella's example of careful planning and selfless generosity has much to offer the

community as well as the larger culture. They model the importance of giving back to the

community to improve the lives of our next generation.

Paul and Norma's story reflects the basic but essential ideal that we don't need status or wealth

to make an extraordinary difference for the future and it reminds each of us that hard work,

careful planning and simple but purposeful living can-and does-translate into powerful

legacies
